As per doctor’s advice 500 ml of blood are taken out from Sujit Ghosh’s body every month.

** Remarks : Iron depletion appears to be the only condition associated with reduced serum ferritin level. Serum ferritin concentration is increased not only in the presence of increased iron stores but also in liver disorders, inflammatory conditions and in certain malignant conditions like Acute Leukaemia, Hodgkin’s disease & Carcinoma of the lung, colon, liver and prostate gland.
